 1. SWIM START: It’s only one 
day so get up at 4:30 am and go with 
your tri buddy to the swim start at 
99th St. along the Hudson River. 
Enter Riverside Park at 97th and 
Riverside Drive or at 96th St. just 
west of West End Avenue. Please 
follow the marshal’s directions. You 
can view anywhere in the park 
between 99th and 80th  (You will not 
be allowed to watch along the 
transition area from 79th to 72nd St. 
along the Hudson.) 

  2. BIKE:  There is a great view of 
the bike route in Riverside Park along 
the water from 84th St. to 90th St. You 
can also cross under the Westside 
Highway at W. 83rd St. or W. 96th St. 
and find open viewing areas from the 
park up above the east side of the 
highway. (You will not be allowed 
onto the Westside Highway to watch 
the bikers and southbound lanes will 
still be open to traffic.) 

  3. RUN:  A great place to watch 
the run is along 72nd St. anywhere 
between Riverside and Central Park’s 
West Entrance. The Central Park 
entrance is one mile into the run so 
your pals will still look good (and 
there’s a great hotdog stand on the 
corner). The final five miles of the 
run covers the Northern Loop of 
Central Park before finishing on 
Dead Road. You can watch the 
runners pass anywhere along the 
Central Park course (see map to 
right).
